Marcel Duchamp: New Art for a New Word
If being an artist means taking risks and trying new things, French artist Marcel Duchamp may be the greatest of all time. During the quickly changing twentieth century, no artist was more inventive, and many argue that Duchamp changed art forever. It’s hard to believe that one man could do this, isn’t it? Let’s see how and why he did.
Duchamp was born in Normandy, France, in 1887. When he went to art school in 1904, he was taught traditional painting techniques. These focused on painting the world just like we see it. However, Duchamp was more interested in a more modern style of painting: “cubism”, where the subject, for example an object, a person, or a landscape, is shown from many angles at the same time. Duchamp experimented with this until 1912, and the results shocked some viewers, perhaps because they showed that young people had begun to think differently.

In the early twentieth century, culture and science were developing fast. Movies were invented and Albert Einstein’s 1905 Special Theory of Relativity had changed the way people understood time and space. Then, in 1914, World War I began. As the first war to make full use of tanks, airplanes, submarines, machine guns, and poisoned gas, it was more deadly than any before. Young people saw many of their friends die, and lost trust in what they had been told by older generations. These events made Duchamp move away from the old world of painting altogether.
In Paris, Duchamp and a group of other young artists experimented with film, photography, collage, and printing. They held events at which they performed strange songs, poems, plays, and dances. They called this new type of art “dada,” a word which had no real meaning. Then, in 1915, Duchamp had the idea that ordinary objects could be art if you put them in a gallery. He called these objects “readymades.” They included a bicycle wheel, a snow shovel, and even a toilet! Sounds funny, doesn’t it? Well, that was part of Duchamp’s idea, too. He thought that art could be amusing as well as serious.
Thanks to Duchamp’s work in the twentieth century, today’s artists have a huge range of options to choose from. They don’t just paint or make sculptures but also create films and do performances. Doesn’t that make you wonder what we will see in art galleries next?

Learning Saves Lives
We are often told that education can improve lives, but a school lesson in December 2004, proved it can save lives, too. In a geography lesson at Danes Hill School in the UK, student Tilly Smith was learning about tsunamis. She didn’t know how important the lesson would soon become.
Tilly listened carefully as her teacher explained how a tsunami forms. During a powerful earthquake under the sea, the ocean floor moves. This pushes huge amounts of water up, and a wave forms on the ocean surface, growing bigger as it travels. In fact, a tsunami wave can travel thousands of kilometers across the largest of oceans before reaching land. By this time, it could be as high as the tenth floor of a building. Tilly’s teacher showed a film of a tsunami in Hawaii in 1946. Just before it hit, he pointed out, the sea behaved strangely. It seemed to be fizzy and went out quickly, revealing the ocean floor.
Two weeks later, on December 26th, Tilly and her family were enjoying a vacation on Mai Khao beach, Thailand. The beach was crowded with people relaxing on the golden sand. However, looking at the sea, Tilly sensed something was not right. The water was frothy and going out a long way. Tilly thought back to her lesson and told her family she thought a tsunami was coming. Her father, Colin, told one of the beach’s lifeguards. The lifeguard was not convinced, but another tourist confirmed there had been an earthquake across the Malacca Strait, near Sumatra, Indonesia. Everyone on the beach was told to move to the safety of a hotel.
Just seconds later, a terrifying nine-meter wave crashed into the Thai coast and moved inland. It caused huge damage and sadly killed many thousands of people, on that December morning and over the following days. In fact, all around the Indian Ocean, huge waves hit 14 countries, including Indonesia, India, and Sri Lanka. Many people living and working within the range of the tsunami received no warning at all.
It is thought that almost 230,000 people died in the tsunami of 2004. This number could have been even higher without the actions of Tilly Smith. Since 2004, Tilly has received several awards for her actions and continues to travel the globe. Her story shows that what we learn can change our lives and the lives of others.

Automobiles, more commonly known as cars, are everywhere. In 1885, German-born Karl Benz made one of the first automobiles. His car, the Benz Patent-Motorcar, could travel about 100 kilometers on a single tank of fuel. Benz built his car with an internal combustion engine. An internal combustion engine is a device that creates power by mixing and burning air and fuel. Today, cars are produced by companies in many countries, such as Japan, South Korea, Germany, and the United States.
Airplanes allow people to travel long distances quickly. Many people experimented with flying in the 1800s. Finally, in the early 1900s, two American brothers named Orville and Wilbur Wright became the first to successfully build and fly an airplane. Their plane, the Wright Flyer, flew a distance of only 37 meters in 12 seconds. It was the first ever flight in a machine heavier than air. Today, airplanes can transport hundreds of people for thousands of kilometers, and they can travel more than 800 kilometers per hour.
Spacecraft are used to travel into space. Many American spacecraft have been designed by NASA, the US space agency. However, the first man to go to space was Russian. In 1961, Yuri Gagarin flew around Earth in the Vostok 1, the first ever manned spaceship. Later in 1969, the Apollo 11 took several American astronauts to the moon. Today, many other countries also want to travel into space and to other planets.

The Story of The Titanic

Launched in 1911, the Titanic was a passenger ship built in Belfast, UK. At the time, it was the largest and most expensive ship of its kind ever built, and some newspapers even said that it was “unsinkable.” In fact, its first voyage in 1912 ended in a tragedy that is still remembered today.
On April 10th, the Titanic left Southampton, UK. After stopping at Cherbourg, France, then Cobh, Ireland, it began its planned 6-day journey across the Atlantic to New York City. The 269 meter-long ship was carrying around 1,300 passengers and 900 crew. To feed them, its food stores included 40,000 eggs and 1,000 loaves of bread. First-class passengers, who paid around $3,000 in today’s money, could enjoy a different 11-course menu every night. Meanwhile, in the Titanic’s engine rooms, 175 men worked hard to keep the ship moving.
By the night of April 14th, the Titanic was 1,250 kilometers from its destination. At around 11:40 p.m., with most passengers asleep, a large iceberg was spotted. The crew steered the ship hard away from it and put the engines into reverse, but it was too late. The Titanic struck the iceberg, which broke open the side of the ship, allowing seawater to rush in. At 12:15 a.m., distress signals were sent to other ships. The closest of these, the Californian, should have come to help. It had stopped because of icebergs and had even warned the Titanic, but now, its radio system was turned off for the night. The next closest ship, the Carpathia, did turn to help, but it was three and a half hours away.
Meanwhile, on the Titanic, the crew helped women, children, and first-class passengers into lifeboats. However, the Titanic only had 20 lifeboats, enough for just 1,178 of the approximately 2,200 people on board. Those left behind had no hope of escape as water filled the front end of the ship, pulling it down until the Titanic stood upright in the water. At around 2:18 a.m., the lights went out. Soon after, the Titanic broke in half before finally sinking at 2:20 a.m. Around 1,500 passengers and crew died, two-thirds of those on board.
Today, a museum in Belfast tells the story of the Titanic, a tragedy that cost more lives than it should have. The disaster continues to remind us that nature is stronger than we are and that no ship is “unsinkable.”

Eco-tourism: Spending for the Future
Eco-tourism means traveling to natural areas in ways that protect them from damage, pollution, and the loss of their wildlife. As we will see, we can all become eco-tourists by carefully choosing where we spend our money.

In Tanzania, the government understands the benefits of eco-tourism. It has made 25% of the country into national parks and reserves. This helps attract 1.8 million visitors each year, and 90% come for eco-tourism activities. These include guided tours of the beautiful Ngorongoro Conservation area, home to rhinoceros, hippopotamus, lions, and cheetahs. In the past, farming and poaching were a big problem in Ngorongoro because there were very few other jobs there. Today, visitors each pay around $400 a day to guides from the local Maasai tribe. This creates jobs and protects the environment from farming, which damages the land, and poaching, which kills the animals.
The Galapagos Islands helped Charles Darwin develop his theory of evolution. This has made many tourists decide to visit the islands, and the Ecuadorian Ministry of Tourism must work hard to protect them. At the airport, tourists pay an entrance fee of $100, which is used to help care for the islands. Tourists’ suitcases are also searched for plastics, like drink bottles, which are not allowed on the islands at all. Foreign fruits and vegetables are also forbidden, as their seeds might grow and change the environment. Even with guides, tourists are only allowed to enter a few areas, where they must not go within two meters of any animal.

Tourists can also take a more active role in caring for the environment. In Scotland, an organization called Trees for Life runs “rewilding weeks.” For around $600, tourists can stay in the beautiful Scottish Highlands and take part in a range of activities. These include checking the numbers of endangered animals such as lynx and red squirrels. Visitors also build fences to keep animals in places where they are safe. Other jobs include planting trees and removing plants that damage the forests. This may not sound like everyone’s idea of a vacation, but many people say they feel rewarded and relaxed at the end of the experience.

Eco-tourism will become more and more important if we want beautiful places to escape to. It may not come cheap, but spending our money carefully and in the right places might just save them for future generations.

Our lives must have been very different without electricity. Today, we use it to light our homes, cook, and have fun. However, it’s still a recent development. In fact, just 100 years ago, in 1925, only half of the houses in the USA had electricity, so how did people get by before it?
The first controllable light humans had was made by burning wood. Later, they learned that burning oil from seeds, nuts, or fish produced more portable, longer-lasting light. The oldest oil lamp ever was discovered at Lascaux caves in France. This small stone bowl is thought to be 17,300 years old. Oil lamps and candles became more efficient over time by using whale fat, and “tallow”, which is made from cow fat. In 1792, Scottish inventor William Murdoch developed the first indoor gas lighting system by collecting the fine liquid, or “vapor” produced by coal. Although brighter, the system proved dangerous and too expensive for most people, so oil lamps and candles were still used well into the twentieth century.

Humans developed the first ovens around 20,000 years ago. These were simple holes in the ground. Food was placed into them with hot rocks. Above ground, the first outdoor clay ovens appeared around 4,000 years ago in the Middle East. By 1490, the first recognizable oven was recorded to have been built inside a house, in France. Then, in the 18th century, Englishman Count Rumford developed a smoke-free, wood-burning stove which could heat several pots at the same time, each to a different temperature. By 1834, the first gas oven was on sale, and in fact, many of us still cook with gas today.
Long before radios, televisions, or computers, humans found ways to have fun. One of these was the Royal Game of Ur. It appeared in Mesopotamia, present-day Iraq, around 4,600 years ago. Although the game was first found in a royal cemetery, it was popular with all levels of society. Later, card games seem to have developed in China, during the Tang Dynasty (618-907). In nineteenth century Europe, as more people learned how to read and books became cheaper, people started reading as a hobby. Long stories were published in weekly magazines, or “periodicals”. The stories were divided into parts, just like the episodes of TV shows are today.

Electricity in our homes is still a recent development. Life without it might seem hard to imagine, but if the power goes out, history shows us that there are ways to get by.

Sailing around the World

If you could, would you like to sail around the world? While many people wish to, few have completed this dangerous trip. Reading about those who have can be inspiring. It teaches us that nothing is impossible.

The first person to sail alone around the globe was Joshua Slocum, a Canadian American sailor, between 1895 and 1898. Slocum took his boat, the Spray, 74,000 kilometers around the world, avoiding pirates and storms as he went. While today’s boats use computer Global Positioning Systems (GPS) to find their way, Slocum had only the stars to tell him where he was. He had no electricity and no radio to contact others in an emergency. It took more than three years for Slocum to return home to the east coast of the USA. His book, “Sailing Alone Around the World,” continues to inspire explorers to this day.

The youngest person to sail around the world so far is Australian Jessica Watson. She was aged just 16 when she completed the journey in 2010. Watson did not quite travel the normal distance of 40,075 kilometers. This is measured directly around the Earth’s equator. However, few can doubt her bravery. At one point, a huge storm ripped her sail and flooded her boat, Ella’s Pink Lady. Jessica stayed calm, stitched up the sail, and pumped out the water. After 201 days alone at sea, she arrived home to a hero’s welcome and was given a special award called the Order of Australia Medal. When Slocum completed his journey, few could have thought a teenage girl would ever equal his achievement.
Today, older people are also achieving amazing things at sea. British woman Jeanne Socrates was 77 years old when she took her boat, the SV Nereida, around the world alone in 2019. This was not Socrates’s first attempt to sail around the world. In 2017, while preparing her boat for the journey, she fell from it onto hard ground and seriously injured her neck and ribs. This would have put many people off, but Socrates got better and completed her goal just two years later. When she finished her trip, she hadn’t stood on land for more than a year!

The first step to completing these journeys was

imagining they were possible. The people who made them show us that all human beings can achieve amazing things. You just have to believe in yourself.

The Future of Food
Will 3D printing be the future of food? The process is already used to make certain foods and seems to solve some problems. Let’s find out how 3D-printed food is made, how it is used, and whether it creates any problems of its own.

As with all 3D printing, 3D-printed food is built up layer by layer. Rather than the usual plastic, cans of food paste or gel are put into the printer. This is then heated and squeezed out through a thin pipe called an “extruder.” The extruder moves and follows the design that has been uploaded to the computer, for example, a pizza. Once squeezed out, the warm paste hits a cold surface and hardens before the next layer is added. If you are wondering how it tastes, scientists say that like all foods, the product will taste as good as the ingredients you put in.

3D-printing food can be helpful in many ways. First, companies can easily add names, pictures, or personalized colors to products like candy. 3D-printed food can also be changed to match people’s health needs or avoid ingredients they are allergic to. It even allows producers to make hard foods softer for older people or those with disabilities. 3D printing also reduces waste, as producers print food only when they know they can sell it. On top of this, 3D-printed food can be produced in faraway places like space, where growing, cooking, or storing conventional foods would be difficult. This is why US space agency NASA has been a leader in developing the technology.

There are also disadvantages to 3D-printing food. At present, only a few foods can be printed. The process is also expensive, so while it is fine for NASA, you won’t find a 3D food printer in your kitchen any time soon. Some people also say that so far, the taste of printed food does not match that made by human chefs. There are health worries about 3D-printed food, too. It may be hard to know exactly where the ingredients come from or to know their quality. To avoid illness, it will also be important for 3D food printers to be cleaned often.

As it improves, we will find more uses for 3D-printed food. It is already used in making candy. It is also starting to help people with disabilities, and even astronauts. However, its daily use in our kitchens and restaurants is still some way off.

The Three Branches of Government
In most countries, governments are divided into different parts, or branches. These act to control each other, meaning that no one group of people has too much power. Like many countries around the world, the US government is divided into three parts: legislative, executive, and judicial. This is all written down in a set of rules called the Constitution.
The most important part of the legislative branch of government is Congress. Congress itself is made up of the Senate and the House of Representatives, or House. Ordinary people vote for senators and representatives from their local area. Once chosen, these people meet in the Senate and the House to debate and vote. We sometimes see this happening on the news. The legislative branch has the power to write new laws, approve leaders and judges, and declare war. In special situations, it can even make the president quit their job.

The executive branch of government includes the president, the vice president, and the Cabinet. The president is the leader of the whole government, or head of state. They have the power to cancel, or “veto,” the laws written in Congress. The president is commander of the armed forces. They also choose the vice president and Cabinet members. It is the vice president’s job to lead the Senate and to take over if the president cannot carry on. Finally, Cabinet members oversee the different departments of government including economy, health, defense, education, and foreign policy.

The judicial branch is the third part of the government. It is made up of various courts. The most powerful of these is called the Supreme Court. Judges of the Supreme Court, or “justices”, are chosen by the president but must be approved by the Senate. Once chosen, justices can stay in the job for life. The job of the judiciary is to check that the laws made and used by the government follow the Constitution. The Supreme Court can cancel laws made by the legislative branch but has less power against the president and the executive.

Government can get complicated, and you will often hear debates between the branches of government about who should have the most power on an issue. However, the system of three branches written in the Constitution means there is usually a way to get these problems solved. It also does the important job of making sure nobody becomes too powerful.

Our Changing Ambitions

Today, young people’s ambitions are changing. In the 20th century, being a pilot or even an astronaut were common goals. In the 21st, however, being a streamer or influencer are more popular ambitions. Why has this changed, and what do these roles involve? 
Children’s dream jobs change with the times they live in. In the 1950s, as air travel developed, pilot became a popular option. Later, in the 1960s, with space travel, astronaut was the most popular choice. Then, in the 1980s, computer programmer became a possibility. Streamer or vlogger first appeared in surveys of children around 2015. The first streamers were probably gamers and had small audiences. Viewers grew as streamers covered more topics. By showing advertisements on their channels, it became possible to earn money, and some streamers became famous “influencers.” The job then began to appear on lists of children’s dream jobs.

Today in the UK and the USA, becoming a streamer is the most popular goal among children aged 8-12. In fact, children are 3 times more likely to want to be a streamer (30%) than an astronaut (11%). This ambition might be achievable because streamers can earn money without being world famous. Many create content focusing on a hobby or teach their viewers new skills. Almost everything can be their original content—they can post videos about how to bake a cake, how to dance, or even how to mow the lawn! If you have 2.4 million subscribers, you may earn $50,000 a year, an average wage in the USA.
There are advantages and disadvantages to being an online celebrity.

The most successful influencers could make as much as $15 million for a few positive posts about a product. However, these are usually famous sports players or TV stars. Aside from the money, many young people say the attraction of being an influencer is “being paid to be yourself.” On the other hand, it can be hard when your life becomes public, and online comments can be cruel. What seems like a glamorous job can mean acting happy every day, even when you don’t feel like it. Experts say this kind of stress is bad for your mental health. A few successful streamers have the chance to become rich and famous influencers. Meanwhile, many more streamers can get involved with issues they care about. However, there are also drawbacks to living your life online. Think carefully and look around before you decide which job you want to do.
