The Magic of Printmaking
We’ve all made paintings and drawings, haven’t we? But have you ever tried

printmaking? You might have tried a few techniques, but there are always new

ones to learn. Let’s take a look at some of the ways we can make prints.

Two hundred thousand years ago, the earliest humans made handprints on the walls of their caves, and simple types of printing like this can still be a lot of fun. If you want to make new shapes, why not try block printing? Just cut sponges, erasers, or even potatoes into shapes. Then, dip them into paint and press them onto your paper.

If you want more detail, you could try linocut printing. This is where you dig your design into a soft, flat sheet of rubber using a hard sharp tool, so be careful! Once you’ve scratched out your design, roll some ink onto it and lay it face down onto your paper. Then, add some weight and peel off the rubber to see your print!

Another option is silkscreen printing. First, cut a design from a thin

sheet of plastic, or “vinyl.” Then, stick this onto some thin stretched fabric. Put some paper underneath, and then spread on paint on with a rubber “squeegee.” The paint comes through the screen, but it is blocked by the vinyl. You can even use this technique to make your own T-shirts!
The best thing about printmaking is that what comes out is always a surprise. Aren’t you excited to try some of these printmaking techniques?

The Chilean Mine Workers’ Rescue
The San Jose mine was located around 800 kilometers north of Chile’s capital, Santiago. In 2010, it was the site of a near disaster. Instead, this turned out to be an inspiring story of hope.
Working deep underground in a mine is always dangerous, and San Jose was no different. In fact, there had been several accidents between 2003 and 2007. Improvements should have been made to make the mine safer, but little was done. Then, at 2:00 p.m. on August 5th, the mine collapsed. 33 miners were trapped 700 meters underground, in total darkness.

Rescue workers drilled holes and listened carefully, but there was only silence. Finally, after 17 days, quiet tapping was heard. When a long listening device was pulled out, there was a note attached. It read, “All 33 of us are all right in the shelter.” Food and water were then dropped down into the mine.
A larger hole was very slowly drilled while the miner’s families waited nervously on the surface. On October 13th, a specially designed capsule, shaped like a torpedo, was sent down into the mine to lift the miners one-by-one. Each journey to the surface took 15 minutes. Finally, all 33 men were lifted to safety, after 69 days trapped underground.

We should learn lessons about mine safety from this near disaster, but we can also learn about how humans survive and solve problems. The bravery of the Chilean miners and those who rescued them shows just how strong humans can be.

Between 1935 and 1952, Norgay led British, Swiss, and Canadian climbers high up Everest. None reached the top, but it soon became clear that Norgay was more than just a guide. He was one of the world’s greatest mountaineers. So, in 1953, when New Zealander Edmund Hillary arrived to try and climb Everest, he wanted Norgay next to him. It quickly proved a good decision.

A few days into their attempt, Hillary fell into a deep crack in the mountain. Norgay quickly grabbed Hillary’s rope, saving his life. Then, over 16 long days, they slowly made their way up the mountain through wind and snow. Finally, at 11:30 a.m. on May 29th, Norgay and Hillary became the first to reach the top of Mount Everest, “the roof of the world.”

Hillary said that without the strength and bravery of Tenzing Norgay, he would never have made it to the top of Everest. History will remember Norgay as the man who made the dream of climbing Everest into a reality.

The largest type of yacht is a mega-yacht. These are like luxury homes with dozens of rooms. They often have a swimming pool or sauna on board, too. The Rules of the Road
Today, various laws help keep US roads relatively safe. Let’s find out how these rules developed following the invention of the automobile in 1886.

By 1901, the state government in New York had noticed that the number of cars was growing. They were also becoming faster. This was causing injuries and even deaths. Thus, the first speed limit was introduced. This was set at 19 kilometers per hour in the city, and 24

kph in the countryside. Lines were first painted to divide traffic in 1911, and the first electric traffic light appeared in 1914.

The roads were slowly becoming more organized, but few drivers had their skills or knowledge tested. The State of Massachusetts had introduced driver’s licenses as early as 1903, but other states were slow to follow. Even by 1935, only 39 of 48 states made drivers take a test and get a license. The last state to make all drivers have a license was South Dakota, in 1954.

Although drivers were becoming safer, cars were not. One weekend in 1966, 614 Americans were killed in various accidents across the country. US President Lyndon B. Johnson was shocked. He introduced a new set of laws to help. He made all car companies put seat belts in their cars. He also had them use special glass that did not smash in an accident.

Thanks to these laws, US roads are now safer. However, roads are always changing. As the number of cars increases, the government must keep working hard to make drivers and pedestrians safe.

Keeping Cool in Jouberton
In some parts of Africa, schools are simply too hot for children to concentrate on their studies. Without a way to keep cool, students can even become seriously ill. However, another group of students from far away has helped, by creating a cool place to learn.

At the University of Nottingham, UK, 180 ambitious young architecture students entered a competition. Each was challenged to design a school for a village called Jouberton Township in South Africa. The winning design was created by student Will Gowland, who was just 21 years old.

Gowland knew that in South Africa, the powerful sun can cause real problems for students. He decided that all outdoor areas should be covered by a special curved roof. The classrooms’ large high windows were designed to face south. This meant they would stay cool but also be bright, saving money on electricity.

The school was built for a very small amount of money. Twenty percent of the materials were donated by local companies. A charity called Trees for Africa donated 50 trees which they hope will also be providing shade for years to come. Will Gowland and 35 other students even traveled to South Africa to help build the school.
