Unit 3 VOLCANOES
A.
Volcanoes are a good way to understand earth’s three layers. The inside layer is the core. The middle layer is the mantle. They are extremely hot. The crust is the cool outer layer where we live. The crust is made of huge slabs of rock called tectonic plates. Sometimes plates push against or pull away from each other. This is how a volcano is formed.
A volcano is a landform, usually a mountain. It opens downward to a pool of magma. Magma is super-hot melted rock and gases. Magma is between the earth’s crust and mantle. Volcanoes erupt when magma is squeezed up between two plates. It comes out of the volcano onto the crust.
When magma leaves the volcano, it’s called lava. Lava flows on the crust. It slowly cools down and becomes hard rock. This is one way new land is made.

· The earth’s crust is typically between 30 km and 50 km thick. The mantle is about 2,900 km thick and makes up 84% of earth’s total volume
· One way volcanoes erupt is when plates push against each other and magma flows up through a mountain which has a hole in the crust. Another way is when plates pull away from each other, opening a hole which magma flows through.
· Lava can be 1,200°C and glows red or white hot as it flows. It slowly cools down and turns from liquid lava to hard rock. It forms on top of other rocks and becomes part of the crust.

The earth is made of three 1. layers. The core is the inside layer. The mantle is the middle layer. They are hot. The crust is the cool outer layer. It’s the part we live on. It’s made of 2. plates of rock called 3. slabs. Sometimes plates move. They push 4. against each other. One slides on top of the other. Also, plates pull away from each other. This makes a volcano. Volcanoes are usually mountain 5. landforms. They open down to a pool of magma. Magma is 6. melted rock and gases. It’s extremely hot. It’s between the earth’s crust and mantle.
