Part 1 Nature—The Land

Unit 1 Fall Leaves
Warm Up

Ask the students what trees they can see near their school and homes. Ask the class what color leaves they like best. 
Leaf Facts
★ The Canadian flag shows a maple tree leaf.
★ The leaves of the henna plant can be used to give hair red highlights.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them.
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. In which season do you think trees look the most beautiful?
2. What is your favorite kind of tree?

3. What kinds of things can we make with leaves? 

New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Back to the Board - Divide your students into two or three groups, or more in a large class. One volunteer from each group sits in a chair with their backs to the board, facing their group. The teacher should write a word on the board so that the volunteer can't see the word.  Each group must give hints to their volunteer so that their volunteer can guess the word. The first student to guess the word gets a point for their team. 
Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: Stop the recording before the last word in each sentence. Get the students to shout out the missing word.

Dictionary

Have the students write the missing words and underline them in the reading passage.

After Reading

Look at the reading comprehension questions with the students. Have them answer the questions alone or with a partner. Alternatively, answer them together as a whole class.

Idiom

Draw the students’ attention to the idiom at the bottom of the page: He turned over a new leaf.
Using the definition in the book, explain the meaning. Ask the students if this idiom has a positive meaning or a negative meaning. Ask the students if they or anyone they know has ever turned over a new leaf.

Reading Skills

Have the students work alone or with a partner. 

Speaking
Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas. 

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—Leaf Poetry

Have the students write 3 sentences about why they like fall. Then have each student draw and cut out a large leaf. Students should write their poem on the leaf. The teacher can stick the poems around the classroom or draw a tree with branches and stick each poem leaf onto the tree.

Activity 2—Class Discussion
1. Why do leaves change color in fall? (In the winter the leaves don’t produce food. The green color disappears and the red and orange colors show instead.)
2. What is your favorite thing to do in fall?
3. Do you ever go hiking in the fall?
4. Which tree has the prettiest leaves?
5. What are some tasty foods we can eat in the fall? (E.g. pumpkin, squash, corn)
Unit 2 Animal Patterns
Warm Up

Find out how many of the students have pets. Ask some of the students to explain what their pet looks like. Have students explain how their pets feel like to touch.
Zebra Facts
★ Just like humans all have different fingerprints, every zebra has different stripes.
★ Zebras can run at speeds of up to 35 miles per hour.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. Which animals have spots on their fur?
2. Which animals have striped fur?

3. Do you have any clothing or accessories with any of these animal patterns?

New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Writing Race - Once the students are familiar with the spelling of the words, have them close their books. Divide the class into teams. Say the new words and have a member from each team race to the whiteboard. The first team to write the correct spelling on the board gets a point. 

Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: The teacher reads one key word from the main reading passage. The students must find the word and put their finger on it. When everyone has found the word, the class reads the sentence aloud, together.  

Dictionary

Have the students write the missing words and underline them in the reading passage.

After Reading

Look at the reading comprehension questions with the students. Have them answer the questions alone or with a partner. Alternatively, answer them together as a whole class.

Idiom

Draw the students’ attention to the idiom at the bottom of the page: Jack really earned his stripes. Using the definition in the book, explain the meaning. Ask the students if this idiom has a positive meaning or a negative meaning. Ask the students if they have ever worked very hard to achieve something. 
Reading Skills

Have the students work alone or with a partner. 

Speaking
Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas. 

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—Hiding Animals
Have a look at pictures of animals that use camouflage to hide. Images are available at: http://www.enchantedlearning.com/coloring/camouflage.shtml
and 

http://kids.nationalgeographic.com/kids/photos/gallery/animal-camouflage
Get the students to draw an animal of their own choice. The students should color their animal so that its coloring and markings blend into the colors of the classroom. Have the students put their animals around the room. Have everyone judge how well the animals are camouflaged. 
Activity 2— Class Discussion
1. Why do animals have patterned fur or skin? (To help them blend into the environment so they can hide from predators.)

2. What animals can you think of that use their skin or fur to hide? (e.g. chameleon)

3. Can you think of a time when people need to use camouflage? (Soldiers hiding from the enemy, hunters hiding from animals)
4. What would you wear if you wanted to camouflage yourself in a forest? At the beach? In the Arctic?
5. Have you ever been surprised by an animal hiding? What animal? 
Unit 3 Earth Beasts
Warm Up

Talk about the different ways animals move. What animals run fast? What animals move slowly? Ask the students to imagine they are animals and to move like those animals. Have other students guess which animal they are pretending to be. 
Animal Facts

★ A parrot called Prudle learned to speak 800 words.
★ The Thread snake is the smallest snake in the world. It is only about 10 centimeters (4 inches long) and as thick as a toothpick.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. What animals come out only at night?
2. Which of the animals in the picture look scary?
3. Which of the animals in the picture is the largest?
New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Draw It - Once the students are familiar with the spelling of the words, have them close their books. Have the students work in small groups. Students pick a word and draw a picture to explain it. The other members of their group must guess what the word is. 
Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: Using the reading passage, the teacher should begin by reading the first word. The students will read the next word. Teacher and students should alternated reading words throughout the passage. 

Dictionary

Have the students write the missing words and underline them in the reading passage.

After Reading

Look at the reading comprehension questions with the students. Have them answer the questions alone or with a partner. Alternatively, answer them together as a whole class.

Idiom

Draw the students’ attention to the idiom at the bottom of the page: I am as free as a bird.
Using the definition in the book, explain the meaning. Ask the students if this idiom has a positive meaning or a negative meaning. Ask the students when they feel as free as a bird. 
Reading Skills

Have the students work alone or with a partner. 

Speaking
Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas. 

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

1. Do you like to see animals at the zoo? Why?
2. What do you think is the most interesting animal?
3. What is the largest animal you have seen in real life?
4. What is the most color animal you have seen?
5. What animal is the strangest looking?
Part 2 Culture—People
Unit 4 Tall and High
Warm Up

Ask the students to stand up and arrange themselves in order from tallest to shortest. Make sure they understand that being tall or short is not important, so no one gets upset. Explain that it is hurtful to laugh at someone very tall or someone very short. Ask students to think of famous tall people. What are they famous for?
Giant Facts

★ The tallest person ever was Robert Wadlow. He was 272 centimeters tall. He lived between 1918 and 1940.
★ People who become giants suffer from a medical condition which makes them grow much bigger than average. 
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. What sport are the people in the picture playing?
2. What is good about being very tall?

3. What is not good about being very tall?
New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Have the students work in pairs. They should take it in turns to point to a picture and have their partner write the word on a piece of paper.

Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: Stop the recording before a key word in each sentence. Get the students to shout out the word that will come next when you start the recording again. Then, play the rest of the rest of the sentence.
Dictionary

Have the students write the missing words and underline them in the reading passage.

After Reading

Look at the reading comprehension questions with the students. Have them answer the questions alone or with a partner. Alternatively, answer them together as a whole class.

Idiom

Draw the students’ attention to the idiom at the bottom of the page: That man is a gentle giant.
Using the definition in the book, explain the meaning. Ask the students if this idiom has a positive meaning or a negative meaning. Ask the students if they know someone who is a gentle giant. 
Reading Skills

Have the students work alone or with a partner. 

Speaking
Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas. 

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—Jack and the Beanstalk
There are many fairy tales about giants. Although the giants in stories are often mean, unkind people, this is not true about all very tall people. A famous story is Jack and the Beanstalk. Read the story to the class, or play an online version such as the following:  http://www.bbc.co.uk/cbeebies/misc/stories/misc-jackandthebeanstalk/
After listening, have the students act out the play. Give them time in groups to plan what their action and what they will say. Have some of the groups perform their play to the class. 
Activity 2—Class Discussion 
1. How tall is the average person in your country?
2. Do you think height is important? Why?
3. What would you do if you were a giant like Sultan Kosen?
4. What problems do very tall people have in their daily lives? (Finding clothes and shoes, hitting their heads on doorways)
5. Who is the tallest person you know?
Unit 5 Playtime
Warm Up

Ask the students to brainstorm all the sports they can think of. Have a few students take turns to come to the front of the class to act out sports. The rest of the class must guess which sports they are acting out.
Sports Facts

★ Soccer is the most popular sport in the world. It is also one of the oldest sports.
★ In British English, people say football for soccer.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. What equipment can you see in this picture? What sports is it used for?
2. Which sport do you think is the most difficult to play?
3. Which sport is the most exciting to watch?
New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: What Am I Drawing? Very slowly, start drawing part of a picture of one of the new words on the board. Try to make it a little different than the photos in the book. Have the students shout out what they think it is in English. The first student to shout out the correct answer gets to come to the front and draw the next one!

Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: Have the students read aloud at the same time as they listen to the recording. It is better to do this for a second or third listening when they are already familiar with the content. 

Dictionary

Have the students write the missing words and underline them in the reading passage.

After Reading

Look at the reading comprehension questions with the students. Have them answer the questions alone or with a partner. Alternatively, answer them together as a whole class.

Idiom

Draw the students’ attention to the idiom at the bottom of the page: The ball is in your court.
Using the definition in the book, explain the meaning. Ask the students if this idiom has a positive meaning or a negative meaning. Ask the students if they like to make big decisions. 
Reading Skills

Have the students work alone or with a partner. 

Speaking
Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas. 

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—Paper Mache Sports Balls
Bring a balloon for each student. The students will use the balloons as a base for making a ball. Students should past strips of newspaper on the balloon until the whole surface is covered with layers of paper and paste. Leave the balloons overnight so they can dry and harden. The next day, students can color the paper-covered balloons using a paints or pens to make them look like a sports ball of their choice (e.g. tennis ball, soccer ball etc.).
Activity 2—Class Discussion
1. What sports do you play?

2. Which do you prefer: watching sports or playing sports?

3. Have you been to see a professional sports team?

4. Do you prefer team sports or sports you can do alone?
5. What is your favorite sports team?
Unit 6 Scary but Fun
Warm Up

Ask the students if they know of any famous amusement parks. Find out who has been to an amusement park. Have them tell the class what they saw and did at the amusement park.
Roller Coaster Facts

★ Six Flags Great Adventure in New Jersey, America, has a roller coaster that moves at 128 miles per hour.
★ The oldest recorded roller coaster was built in 1904, and now stands in Lakemont Park, Pennsylvania.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. How do you think the children in the picture feel?
2. Would you like to go on the ride in the picture?
3. Do you enjoy amusement parks?
New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Bingo - On the board, write the new words for the unit plus several words from Units 4 and 5. Have students fill in a nine square grid with 9 words from the board. Call out words from the list on the board. The first student to get a row (a bingo) wins. 
Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: Stop the recording before the last word in each sentence. Get the students to shout out the missing word.
Dictionary

Have the students write the missing words and underline them in the reading passage.

After Reading

Look at the reading comprehension questions with the students. Have them answer the questions alone or with a partner. Alternatively, answer them together as a whole class.

Idiom

Draw the students’ attention to the idiom at the bottom of the page: He’s in the loop.
Using the definition in the book, explain the meaning. Ask the students if this idiom has a positive meaning or a negative meaning. Ask the students if they usually know all the latest news about things happening at their school. Are they ‘in the loop?’ 
Reading Skills

Have the students work alone or with a partner. 

Speaking
Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas. 

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—My Amusement Land
Divide the students into groups. Give each group one large piece of paper. Tell the students that they are planning a new amusement park. Each group should choose a theme for their park (e.g. space, cats, and dinosaurs) and design rides around that theme. After deciding their theme and rides, they should draw a map of their new amusement park and give it a name. When they have finished, each group should explain their amusement park to the rest of the class.
Activity 2—Class Discussion

1. What is the best amusement park in your country?
2. What kinds of rides do you enjoy?
3. Is there an amusement in another country that you would like to visit? Where?

Part 3 Places—North America
Unit 7 The Great Lakes
Warm Up

Ask the students if they can name any famous lakes (in their country or overseas). Talk about what a lake is (A lake is a large area of water surrounded by land. It usually contains fresh water.)
Lake Facts
★ There are at least 3 million lakes in Canada.
★ Vicki Keith swam across all five Great Lakes in 1988. She was the first woman to do this.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. What do you think the weather is like near the Great Lakes? (Very cold in winter)
2. Have you ever been swimming in a lake?
3. What animals do you think live in the Great Lakes? 
New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Writing Race - Once the students are familiar with the spelling of the words, have them close their books. Divide the class into teams. Say the new words and have a member from each team race to the whiteboard. The first team to write the correct spelling on the board gets a point. 

Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: Divide the class into two groups e.g. boys and girls. Play the recording. Each group should read alternate sentences as they listen. Encourage them to say the sentences as loudly and clearly as they can. 

Eg.  

Group 1 (speaking at the same time as the recording): Many people swim in the Great Lakes.

Group 2: (speaking at the same time as the recording): But not many swim all the way across.

Group 1: These five….

Group 2: . . . 
Dictionary

Have the students write the missing words and underline them in the reading passage.

After Reading

Look at the reading comprehension questions with the students. Have them answer the questions alone or with a partner. Alternatively, answer them together as a whole class.

Idiom

Draw the students’ attention to the idiom at the bottom of the page: It went swimmingly.
Using the definition in the book, explain the meaning. Ask the students if this idiom has a positive meaning or a negative meaning. Ask the students to talk about the last time something went swimmingly for them. 
Reading Skills

Have the students work alone or with a partner. 

Speaking
Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas. 

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—Maps of the Lakes
Have the students choose one of the Great Lakes and draw a map of that lake. Students should then use the Internet to find out three facts about that lake. Have the students write their facts inside the map of the lake they drew. Students can work individually, in pairs, or in small groups. 

Activity 2—The Lake Monster
There are many legends about monsters living in lakes. Some people say they have seen a monster in Lake Superior. People call this monster Pressie. Have the students work in groups. They should image they are taking a boat trip on Lake Superior. Suddenly they see a giant lake monster: Pressie! What does the monster look like? What does it do? What sounds does it make? Is the monster friendly or unfriendly? Have the students create a short story about their meeting with the monster. Each group should draw a picture of what they think the monster looks like.

Unit 8 An American Sport
Warm Up

Start the class with some exercise. Have the students stand up and stretch. Then ask them to jump up and down. Tell them to imagine they have a basketball and to practice trying to shoot the ball into a basket. Then tell them they have a tennis ball and a tennis racquet. They should pretend to hit the ball back and forth to another student. Next, tell them they have a soccer ball. They should pretend to kick the ball to a partner or into a goal.

★ The Quarterback is usually the favorite player on a team.
★ The Superbowl is the championship game of professional American football.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. Have you ever watched an American football game?
2. What shape is a football?

3. Why do football players wear helmets?

New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Back to the Board - Divide your students into two or three groups, or more in a large class. One volunteer from each group sits in a chair with their backs to the board, facing their group. The teacher should write a word on the board so that the volunteer can't see the word.  Each group must give hints to their volunteer so that their volunteer can guess the word. The first student to guess the word gets a point for their team. 
Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: Have the students read aloud at the same time as they listen to the recording. It is better to do this for a second or third listening when they are already familiar with the content.

Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas. 

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—How to Play . . . 
In groups, the students should choose a sport. Together they will write simple instructions on how to play that sport. Have the groups take it in turns to explain their sport. At the end of the activity, have the class vote on which group gave the clearest instructions.

Activity 2—Class Discussion
1. Would you like to try playing football?
2. What is your favorite sport?

3. How often do you play sports?
4. What do you think is the most popular sport in the world?
5. What is a sport you don’t like?
Unit 9 Thanksgiving
Warm Up

Ask the students what food they think of when they hear the word ‘holiday.’ Have the students explain their favorite holiday foods. 
Thanksgiving Facts
★ The first Thanksgiving was in 1621. Pilgrims invited native Americans to enjoy a feast with them. 

★ The first Thanksgiving celebration lasted for three days.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 

Additional Picture Discussion Questions:

1. What vegetables can you see in the picture?
2. Have you ever eaten turkey? Did you like it?
3. Which of these foods in the picture looks good to eat?
New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Have the students work in pairs. They should take it in turns to point to a picture and have their partner write the word on a piece of paper.

First, each group must decide what the holiday will celebrate (e.g. a day for pets, a day to celebrate becoming 12 years of age, etc.). Next, they should decide when the holiday will take place (which season, which month, etc.). Finally, tell the students to brainstorm ideas for things to do on this new holiday (e.g. eat nice food, play games, etc).

Part 4 Beliefs—Technology
Unit 10 What’s Next?
Warm Up

Have the students brainstorm the different kinds of technology they use in an average week. Write their ideas on the board. Ask the students which items on the list they use the most.
Facts
★ The first cell phone took ten hours to charge. It allowed users to talk for 30 minutes.
★ A 13-year-old girl in the United States sent out 14,528 text messages in one month. Her parents were shocked!
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them.

Extension: Draw It - Once the students are familiar with the spelling of the words, have them close their books. Have the students work in small groups. Students pick a word and draw a picture to explain it. The other members of their group must guess what the word is.
Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: The teacher reads one key word from the main reading passage. The students must find the word and put their finger on it. When everyone has found the word, the class reads the sentence aloud, together. 
Dictionary

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—Cell Phone Etiquette
Divide the students into small groups. Ask them to think about good manners when using cell phones. Ask them to think of places and times it is impolite (or even dangerous) to use a cell phone. Ask them to make a list of rules for using a cell phone. E.g. Never use a cell phone when driving. Don’t use a cell phone in a doctor’s waiting room. 
Activity 2—Class Discussion
1. What rules do your parents make for you about using a cell phone?
2. Which is more useful for you: a cell phone or a computer?
3.  What do you like about computers?
4. What do you like about cell phones?
5. What new technology would you like to see?
Unit 11 Handy Machines
Warm Up

Ask the students what machines they have used so far today. Answers might include a hair dryer, a computer, a TV etc.
Facts

★ Some restaurants serve food in vending machines.
★ Vending machines in the United States have evolved into a $36.6 billion industry.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. Are there any vending machines at your school?
2. How much is a can of soda from a vending machine?

3. Why do people use vending machines?

New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: What Am I Drawing? - Very slowly, start drawing part of a picture of one of the new words on the board. Try to make it a little different than the photos in the book. Have the students shout out what they think it is in English. The first student to shout out the correct answer gets to come to the front and draw the next one!

Listening

Have the students follow the text in the book as they listen to the recording. 

Variation: Have the students read aloud at the same time as they listen to the recording. It is better to do this for a second or third listening when they are already familiar with the content.
Dictionary

Have the students write the missing words and underline them in the reading passage.

After Reading

Look at the reading comprehension questions with the students. Have them answer the questions alone or with a partner. Alternatively, answer them together as a whole class.

Idiom

Draw the students’ attention to the idiom at the bottom of the page: That is handy.
Using the definition in the book, explain the meaning. Ask the students if this idiom has a positive meaning or a negative meaning. Ask the students to explain something they think is handy. 

Reading Skills

Have the students work alone or with a partner. 

Speaking
Have the students work in pairs or small groups. If your students are capable, extend the activity by having them asking additional questions using their own ideas.

Activity 1—Vending Machine Debate

Divide the class into small groups. Half the groups should think of reasons why it is a good idea to have vending machines in schools. The other groups should think of reasons why it is bad for students to have vending machines in schools. Have the groups give their reasons and write some of them on the board. At the end of the activity, have the whole class vote on whether schools should have vending machines or not.
Activity 2—Class discussion
1. Where can you see vending machines near your home?
2. What is the strangest thing you have seen in a vending machine?
3. Do you think items in vending machines are too expensive?
4. What do you usually buy from vending machines?
5. Do you prefer going into stores or using vending machines?
Unit 12 Turning Barks into Words
Warm Up

Find out how many students in the class have a pet dog. Ask if their dogs bark a lot. Can they understand why their dog barks? For what reasons might dogs bark? Discuss ways to train a dog to keep quiet.
Facts
★ Some dogs can’t bark. The basenji is one dog that cannot bark.
★ Dog barks are different in different languages: Korea: meong meong, English: woof woof, French: wa wa, Albanian: ham ham.
Direct the student’s attention to the picture in the student’s book. Talk about the discussion questions in the book with them. 
Additional Picture Discussion Questions
1. What is the dog wearing?
2. Do big dogs or small dogs bark more?
3. Do you wish you could talk on the telephone with your dog?
New Words

Talk about the pictures with the students. Have the students write the new words. 

Extension: Bingo - On the board, write the new words for the unit plus several words from Units 4 and 5. Have students fill in a nine square grid with 9 words from the board. Call out words from the list on the board. The first student to get a row (a bingo) wins.

Teacher Zone—Supplementary Activities

(These activities can be done at any stage of the lesson.)

Activity 1—Designing a Dog
Divide the class into groups of three. Tell them that they are going to design a dog. For the first part, they should work alone. One student draws a head. Another student draws a picture of the front legs and body of a dog, while the third student draws the back legs and back half of the dog’s body.  When they have finished, they should join the parts together. Next they should decide what kind of character the new dog has (e.g. good with children, good at finding things etc.). Have each group introduce their dog to the rest of the class.
Activity 2—Class Discussion
1. What is difficult about keeping a pet dog?
2. Do any of your neighbors have noisy dogs?
3. Do you think dogs enjoy being pets? Why?
4. What do you think dogs talk about with each other?
5. Do you think many people would like to buy a bark translation machine?
