Similarly, the post office could deliver letters and packages quickly via air mail. All of these things combined to help make the world feel like a smaller place. Nowadays, billions of people fly on planes. It has allowed people to live in foreign countries but frequently return home. All of this helps make the world more closely connected, and that’s why airplanes are such an important invention.
